The Klaxon is sent to the printers in full colour. Only the cost of colour
production keeps the finished hard copy product in nostalgic black and
white. The PDF computer version is a very colourful presentation.

The PDF format (don’t worry what that means) allows the Klaxon to be
sent in a generally non editable format in emails, or viewable or down-
loadable from a web site. It can be read by all PCs with free software and
a reasonable internet connection. Once on the screen, in full colour, it can
also be magnified and printed in colour or B&W. Squeezing too many
photos in the B5 print format Klaxon, means that a lot of photographic
detail (and colour) is lost. This can be overcome with the Klaxon on your
PC screen. See the real colours and zoom in for a good sticky beak at the
details that interest you.

Last month | put together the best member mailing list that I could and
sent the Klaxon by email to all the addresses that | had.. In future | plan to
have the Klaxon on a web site, and only email a reminder and the URL
link to everyone,. This is due to the amount of data involved. So if you are
