        Life Members shall enjoy all  the benefits of an Active member. A life 
       member who becomes non- Active or an Active member of any other 
  street rod club in W.A. shall only  enjoy the benefits of an Active  
  Member of West Coast Street Rod Club (Inc) on written invitation  
  and/or  permission.
   
                 The motion was carried unanimously although this alteration to the 
                 constitution is to be presented at the July general meeting before being 
  sent  for official recognition.
 
                 At the conclusion of the vote, Alan Barton senior passed control of the 
                 meeting to the President, Kevan Best.
