Stay 
tuned while Wrecker and I fine tune the details. (email on page 31)
     Getting back to the article about reading the information on tyres,  
that is in this edition,  I noted that the information shows how to read the 
tyres date of manufacture and suggests that they are only good for four years.  

Any way, the coupe has had some 
occaissional front end vibrations at different speeds on different road 
surfaces. After I read the article again, I checked with a local tyre outlet and 
they said that manufacturers will normally guarrantee their tyres for 5 years 
against manufacturing flaws, but they should be good for 10 years.  Well the 
coupe’s front tyres have been around for more than 13 years while the rod 
was pulled down, so I checked them out and found that they both had a case 
of the mumps. They had “belt separation” faults and have been replaced, so 
maybe they do go “off” after a while after all! How old are yours?
 Just in closing this month’s eye contact,  I thought I’d mention that if 
your rod is a 1939 model, it is seventy years old this year.  Oh dear, that fits 
the Willys’  date of manufacture too..  The coupe has just done 10,000 Kms 
in its first six months back on the road..
