 We had a flurry of events to attend in the last month. Squeezing all 
we can out of the hot rodding season before winter sets in again. 
As well as the League of Nations run, there was also the Pre 48 Hot Rod 
Rumble  and WCSRC ‘s run to Toodyay for the Moondyne  Festival. 
These events are featured too.
 Rod Runs..
Call me old fashioned, a product of my hot rodding upbringing, but to me 
rod runs are primarily for hot rods. While holding onto some old fash-



ioned ideas maybe, I am 
still flexible and appreci-

ate later model vehicles that have been  modified extensively , beyond  a 
simple change of rims and a paint job. Old fashioned yet still flexible, that’s 
me, like a Volley sand shoe.
 The idea of the Pre 48 Hot Rumble is an excellent one. It retains  the 
essence of our Pre 48 hot rod beginnings. The way rod runs used to be, 
without a plethora of later model cars tagging along.  As outstanding as 
some may be, they still don’t look the same, and they still don’t have the 
same DNA as a hot rod.
 The biggest cruise event in WA, Big Al’s poker run, originally a hot 
rodding event has been swallowed up by the later model brigade, with the 
result of relatively poor attendances of hot rods over the last 10 year or so.
That’s a shame, but it is the promoters choice. Simply, the classic and street 
machine fraternity grew in size much quicker than the number of licensed 
hot rods did. It was a numbers game to keep in front of the spiraling costs 
of running that event.
 The addition of Custom Classic class under the ASRF umbrella has a 
lot to do with the integration of these vastly different vehicular genres. It’s 
a course that was taken in the early 1980’s to boost membership to finance 
the full time salaried National Director position that once existed. Will live 
with that blend of vehicles today, be it good or so so.
 It raises the question, why do traditionally pre 48 rodding events 
attract a large number of later model car enthusiasts? Don’t they have their 
own associations and events? Are rodders more interesting to hang around 
with?  Whatever, it seems the blend of vehicles that we have at events these 
days will be staying the same. It’s not a  totally bad thing, but viva la 
difference. Pre 48 Rules.
 The number of coming rod run events has suddenly dropped off as 
Winter raises her ugly head.  The unfinished projects in the unheated sheds 
will be harder to visit at night time, but they still won’t build themselves. 
While the weekends are quieter, get a few hot rodders around to help you 
out. Even if just verbally, to nut out a problem or ask some advice. Don’t let 
your whole project stall because of one problem. Don’t be lame and use that 
problem to stop work.  You might end up like Fouldsy. It will be a race 
between licensing his rod and keeping his driver’s licence due to old age. 
Go Fouldsy..  The rest of you, take care and get on with  it.   .Extreme E
