INCREASING AT TAC

INSPECTIONS.

The quantities of hot rods having annual
TAC inspections and those having work-
In-progress inspections. is gradually in-
creasing. The ASRF TAC committee

inspected 17 rods in September and 24 in
October. Both inspection days had sever-

al unfinished rods present, which is a
great indicator for the growth of our sport.
Inspection days are a popular rod-
ding social event with many rodders
rocking up for a look, to ask questions
and to socialize.
The ASRF only inspects a portion

of the rods registered in WA, with the
Combined Rodders group and country
inspection stations checking the balance.
There are now 400 - 500 licensed rods in
WA compared with less than 10 in
1973/74, when Vince Berriman began
negotiations with the authorities to over-
come licensing problems, that had over
night changed to totally banning rod
licensing in WA. This included Art
Crocker’s just finished 32 Highboy. He
was the first to find out about it.

Today with the TAC, we have rules
and procedures that currently ensure that
a well constructed hot rod built in WA
will get licensed in all states that are
opting to use the unified design regula-
tions. WAytogo! EW
